Temporary rent reduction agreement

This Agreement may be used by a renter and a rental provider (landlord) to record an agreement made between them to reduce the amount of rent otherwise payable for the occupation of the rented premises because of the impact of the COVID-19 pandemic.

This Agreement cannot be used to vary or change any other term of the rental agreement between the rental provider and renter.

1. This AGREEMENT

This Agreement, referred to as the Temporary Rental Agreement, forms part of and modifies the written rental (tenancy) agreement between the rental provider and renter(s) for the rented premises. In the Temporary Rental Agreement, the written rental agreement is referred to as the Primary Rental Agreement.
